• You are required to enter the principal instrument for all auditions other than opera/accompaniment/conducting. 

 
• You must complete a separate application and perform a separate audition if you apply for more than one 

instrument. 
 

• Creative sound production applicants should include with their application a statement outlining previous 
experience and interest in creative sound production and recording, and a CD of samples of their recording work. 

 
• Pedagogy applicants should include with their application a 500-700 word statement explaining their interest in 

studying pedagogy. The audition requirement is a 15 minute DVD of contrasting musical styles. 
 

• Research applicants must attach to the application a statement outlining their research topic. This statement will 
form the basis of the interview for entry into the award. The required length of the statement varies according to 
the degree. Please see the 2009 Postgraduate Information Guide for details. 

 
3. AUDITION/INTERVIEW ATTENDANCE 
 

• All locally-based candidates are expected to attend a live audition and/or interview, to be held at the 
Conservatorium in November/December. You will be notified of your audition/interview date by email. 

 
• Interstate or international candidates who cannot attend in person may be interviewed by telephone, and/or submit 

an audition videotape in standard VHS PAL format, DVD or VCD. Include with your recording a statement, signed 
by both you (the candidate) and your teacher, certifying that it is a true recording. DVDs and other submissions 
must reach the Sydney Conservatorium of Music by: 

 
 5pm, 31 October 2008 for Semester 1 2009 entry 
 5pm, 30 April 2009 for Semester 2 2009 entry 

 
 

Audition accompaniment and fees 
• Voice candidates may bring their own accompanist, or use a Conservatorium accompanist for a fee of $50 

(including GST). A list of accredited accompanists, with whom you may make your own booking, will be included in 
the audition notification email.

DO NOT send cash through the post. If applying by fax, you will also need to post a cheque or money order.
