


1. If applying through the Universities
Admissions Centre (UAC) you must
also complete and submit a course
guestionnaire to SCA by the end
of September. Applicants must
also submit a portfolio of artwork
(interviews may be arranged for
onshore applicants only). The
guestionnaire is available on the
faculty website or from SCA student
administration.

2. If applying to the University directly,
or through an agent, you must
submit a course gquestionnaire and a
portfolio with your application to the
International Office.

Portfolio and interview guidelines

Prior experience in your preferred major
area of study is not necessary, but you
must demonstrate your artistic ability.
Include items you consider representative
of your ability in your portfolio. They need
not be related to your intended major
study. Your portfolio should contain or
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document a maximum of 10 examples

of recent artwork and any other relevant
support material. If posting, your portfolio
may be submitted as slides, photographs,
a VHF video, CD or DVD. Please do not
post original artworks. Include a postage
paid self-addressed envelope if you would
like your portfolio returned. Onshore
applicants may present their portfolio
during an interview. Interviews normally
take place in November/ December. Visit
the SCA website for more information
about the interview and portfolio process.

Why did you choose SCA to study visual arts?

How many hours do you study off-campus?
Brahm: 4-5 hours either preparing for
assignments or taking photos on location
Chantal: Up to 10 hours a week, depending on
my workload

What do you do when the workload increases
coming up to an assessment?

Brahm: | spend more time in the studios, library
and on the internet studying the online resources,
journals etc.

Chantal: | have the ability to keep the same
working pace all year so | am usually prepared for
assessment well in advance.

What do you enjoy most about SCA?

Brahm: The quiet, calm, serene campus, which is
ideal for making art; the helpful, friendly nature
of the academic and technical staff; and access to
high-end equipment to assist one’s projects.
Chantal: The location and facilities. When you
first walk in through the doors, you don‘t feel like
you are in the city. It's a very quiet and spacious
campus.

How much equipment/art supplies do you buy a
semester?

Brahm: | spend a fair amount of money on film,
photographic paper and printing cartridges, and
final prints can be more expensive.

Chantal: It depends on my project. | am a junk
collector, so | buy a lot of materials.

How many hours of paid work do you do a
week?

Brahm: 12-15 hours a week Once | complete

my study | plan work in the field of commercial
photography.

Chantal: 20 hours a week

How have you enjoyed living in Sydney? What
do you do for fun or relaxation?

Brahm: The weather, the sites around the city and
the stunning nature within easy reach of Sydney
makes it a wonderful city to live in. For relaxation
or fun | play squash, and | am a keen motorcycle
rider. Any opportunity | get, | take a ride out

of the city as my main interest lies in the art of
landscape photography. Capturing the essence
and grandeur of nature is what drives me to keep
taking photographs.

Chantal: Sit in my hammock in the back yard, or
go to the beach with my friends, or come to uni
and do some work in the studio.

The course is pretty intense
and enriching, and shapes one’s way of thinking.
Studying visual arts at SCA is an excellent option
for anybody who is serious about art making.
