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After successfully implementing two pilot training programs for Jiangsu Provincial 
Government (China) in 2007, RIAP signed a showcase three-year training agreement with 
Jiangsu Provincial Department of Personnel on April 18, 2008 in Shanghai.  

According to the Jiangsu Provincial 
Department of Personnel, the agreement 
is possibly the largest training agreement 
between a single Chinese province and 
Australia.  
The Memorandum of Understanding 
(MOU) will see 500 government officials 
and business enterprise leaders from 
Jiangsu Province visit RIAP over the 
next three years for further education and 
management training.  

                                                                                       In 2008, RIAP will host five training 
programs under this agreement, including programs in Enterprise Management, Marketing, 
State Asset Management and Tourist Destination Construction.  The Honourable Simon Crean 
MP, Minister for Trade Australia, witnessed the signing ceremony.  
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As part of the Inside Australia program, RIAP hosted 20 students from Tohoku University, 
Japan from March 1-29. This program was designed to introduce the Japanese students to 
issues relating to Australian culture, while improving their English skills. The students from 
various academic disciplines participated in University of Sydney lectures and English 
language classes at the University’s Centre for English Teaching.  

Highlights of the four-week program included tutorial sessions with Sydney University 
students, a trip to Canberra, the Australian Maritime Museum, and the Royal Easter Show.  

During the program, RIAP also hosted a number of visiting academics and staff members from 
Tohoku University, including Vice President Hashimoto. Feedback from Tohoku staff and 
students indicated the program was a great success.   

RIAP delivers around eight Inside Australia study tour programs for international students each 
year. These programs are designed to the specifications of the partner university, and normally 
last between one and eight weeks.

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The first Confucius Institute for New South Wales will be launched at the University of Sydney 
on June 17, 2008.  Designed to promote strong links between Australia and China, the 
Confucius Institute will provide a unique insider’s view of Chinese culture and traditions and 
enhance the ability of Australians to communicate effectively with their Chinese counterparts, 
both linguistically and culturally.     

The Institute will be delivering five key one-day workshops in 2008: 

·  Understanding the Chinese Culture of Business (July 29) 
·  Chinese Business Climate (September 2) 
·  Mapping Chinese Modern History (October 4)  
·  China’s Legal Revolution (November 1)  
·  Introduction to Traditional Chinese Medicine (November 8) 

On August 16 the Confucius Institute will host a special Beijing 2008  
Olympic Banquet to celebrate the Games. The event will feature a lively  
bilingual panel discussion on the social and cultural progress of the Olympic Games in Beijing, 
sporting highlights on the big screen, Beijing 2008 Olympic trivia and Chinese cultural 
performances.  

The Institute will also conduct Mandarin language courses, host seminars and cultural tours.  

In the long-term, it is anticipated that the Institute will become a leading Chinese cultural and 
language centre in NSW.    

The Confucius Institute operates under an agreement between the University of Sydney and 
Fudan University in Shanghai, in partnership with the Office of Chinese Language Council 
International in China (Hanban). The Institute is jointly managed by the International Institute, 
RIAP and the Faculty of Arts.

The University of Sydney's Faculty of Health Sciences and the University of Malaya held a one 
and a half day symposium on exercise, sports medicine and rehabilitation in Kuala Lumpur 
from April 16-17.   

The symposium “Enhancing Human Performance: The Australian and Malaysian Experience” 
was organised by RIAP and funded by the Australia Malaysia Institute,  and aimed to establish 
areas of mutual interest in Exercise and Sports Medicine and Rehabilitation with a view to 
further collaboration between the universities, through joint research projects, joint PhD 
programs and student exchange.   

University of Sydney participants, including Associate Professor Martin Thompson, Professor 
Kathryn Refshauge, Associate Professor Louise Ada and Associate Professor Glen Davis, 
spoke on topics such as the rehabilitation of musculoskeletal injuries, the role of exercise and 
technology in treating chronic neurological disability, the limitations of prolonged exercising in 
a hot environment and stroke rehabilitation.  

During the Symposium, the two universities also signed an agreement of research cooperation, 
allowing for the co-supervision of PhD candidates.

RIAP conducted an intensive five-day 
Executive Education Program on the 
Management and Distribution of 
Pharmaceuticals for 24 senior 
government officials from China’s 
State Food and Drug Administration 
(SFDA) at the University of Sydney 
from May 6-12. 

The program’s overall objective was 
to improve the Chinese delegates’ 
understanding of key concepts and 
practices underpinning management 
and distribution of pharmaceutical 
products in Australia, and of current 
government policies and regulations 
for the pharmaceutical sector.  

Supported by high-level expertise from the University of Sydney and other partners, the 
training covered topics such as: the Australian government system and policies in public 
health; the Australian pharmaceutical sector; pharmaceutical retail and wholesales industries; 
pharmaceutical industry association and rural health; and the distribution of pharmaceutical 
products.   
The program also involved site visits to key pharmaceutical organisations, including the 
Australian Pharmaceutical Industries Parramatta Distribution Centre, and the Pharmaceutical 
Society of Australia (NSW Branch). These site visits gave the delegates opportunities to access 
expertise in the applied side of administrative management of pharmaceuticals and the 
development of skills around leadership.
