The SCA ResarchSupport Grants are competitive awards administeredthrough the SCA
Resach Committee. Applicarts are advisedto complete a full application so thatthe
Committeecan make aninformeddecision. Applicarts who fail to include all required
documertation will be competitively disadvarntaged

Applicarts must use the form whichis currertly on the SCA welsite in soft or hard copy.
Applicaions, which arenot submitted on this form, will not be accegedfor consideraion.

The maximum grart to be awardedis $3,000. However, the Committeeis not bound to award
the full amount to all successful applicarts.

Purpose of Grant

Resach Support Grarts may be awardedto members of the academic teaching and reseaich
or academic reseaich only staff. The grarts are for these memkbersof staff who require
support for anevert (such asa conference, exhibition, fegtival, symposium or workshop),
whichisdirecty relatedto their research Gereraly these grarts are intendedto support the
presertation of resealch (i.e. the exhibition of reeach, the delivery of apaper, work or talk
thatreports on, or demanstrates the progress or outcomesof resach). The schemeis not
interdedto facilitate primaryresearchor fieldwork.

Normal leawe arrangemerts will apply for successful applicarts who arealso requiredto
conform to all agpects of Universty travel policy.
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Funding

The amount of support funding awardedto successful applicartsis structured depending on
the geagraphic location of the ressarchevert asfollows:

(i) Local or Interstate (excl. WA & NT) $1500 maxmum

(il) New Zeabnd, WA & NT $1800 maxmum

(iii) Sauth and South Eag Asia $2200 maxmum

(iv) Intermational (USA, UK & EU) $3000 maximum

Eligibility Criteria

(i) Grarts cover research activitiesundertakenin the most recenly ended semeger, the

semeser of application and the next semeger. Wheretravel isindicaiedthe
commercemert date must therefore encompass the following datesto be eligible:

Round 1: 1 July 2007 to 31 Decemkber 2008
Round 2: 1 January 2008 to 30 June 2009

(i) The grants are openonly to full-timeand 0.5 staff membersof the acadcemic
teaching and research staff or academic researchonly staff, including those
staff on fixed-temm appointmerts or contracts, and all fellows.

(iii) Only one grart may be mack to a staff memberin any givencalerdar year.
(iv) Special consideraion will be givento early careerapplicarts (such asstaff in
thefirst 5 yearsof aninitial acagmic appointmert).
Reporting
() Suwccesful applicarts are requiredto provide a one-page report on the resarch
outcomeswithin one month of completion of theresach activity for the

SCA Resarch Committee.The report is to be talded at the next available staff
forum.
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
